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History of Telluride

Tellunide's history beging in the late
1800s, when the first miners arrived in the area
and set up camp in the San Miguel Valley.
The area was plready settled by Ute Indians,
who considered the valley and the surrounding
San Juan mountains sacred. As prospectors
poured into the mineral rich area, two mining
camps sprang up af the fool of the mountiins
and it wis Columbia, founded on January 10,
1878, that would eventually change its name 1o
Telluride. According o kegend, Telluride was
named after the ore “tellurium.” A more tenu-
s version is that the name s a contraction of

1o hell you ride,” which a man was often told
when he set off for this remole region,

The area flourished, and within ten years
3.000 people had senled within the valley. In
IKES Sam Miguel County was formed and Tel-
luride was chosen as the county seal. A
schoolhouse, numerous churches and business-
€5, iu:l:!dingmn:m;nﬁ. were the signs of
a maturing town.

Telluride was thriving: large amounts of
money were flowing in and out of town. This
prospenity attracted the infamous Butch Cassidy
and the Wild Bunch, who successfiully robbed

ricke.

Telluride plunged ahead into
the Gay Mineties with the disting-
tion of being one of the first cithes
in the world o be electrically light-
ed. An eccemtric genjus, L. L.
Munn, arrived in Telluride in 18ER.
Al that time, the cost of supplying
steam power o the Gold King
miing, located near Al Lakes, was
52.500 per month. Nunn believed
this cost could be reduced by using
alternating electric cument.  He
took his idea 10 George Westing-
house, who was working at the
time with Mikola Tesla. the invent-
or of the alternating curment sysiem

Telluride enjoved its prosperity
for another 40 years, but by the
1920s, labor problems and the cost
of mining had shat down most of
the mines. In 1929 the Bank of
Telluride closed its doors, the popu-
lation tumbled to 512, and the
Great Depression set in.  The
mines shipped out uranium during
World War [1. bat this was, for all

| purposes, the end of mining pros-

penity, The town would have to
find amcther @erm in the mseevtang:
that gem wis towrism,

The natursl beanty of Tellurde
was beginning o afirect 4 new pop-
wlation, and in 1969 the Bank of
Telluride reopened its doors after 40
years of being closed. Also in
1969, Joe Eoline, a Califomian,
propdsed binlding o ski area, and by
1972 the first lifts were running.
Residents agreed the ski arca would
support Telluride through the win-
ter and attention tumed to the rest
of the year,

Telluride began hosting several
summer festivals, including the La-
nar Cup 4th of July Ski Race, the
Telluride Hang Gliding Festival,
the Telluride Film Festival, and in
1973, the first Annual Telluride
Bluegrass and Country Music Fes-
tival joined the roster,
